Some say that Japanese silviculture is characterized by plantation forests-even-aged plantations developed
using (a)clear cutting. This characteristic is clearly reflected in the fact that (7 )two-thirds of Japan’s total land
area is covered by forest, 40% of which are planted. This is a continuing argument, however, regarding whether
a plantation forest silvicultural system exists and has been implemented. (4 )Some argue that manual exist for

silviculture, at least for (c)Japanese cypress and (d)Japanese cedar, and that (b)planting and tending according to
these manuals would certainly improve forest productivity.
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
