The Food Safety Research Center (FSRC), established in April 2022 by the Tokyo University
of Agriculture, was founded under the vision of “contributing to the realization of a sustainable
society through ensuring food safety and promoting public confidence.”

Based on this vision, the Center has initiated its activities with six core pillars:

Control of food-related hazards

Since its establishment, FSRC has steadily advanced its activities while receiving warm
encouragement and generous support from many stakeholders.

To further strengthen practical, field-oriented food safety initiatives, we launched the FSRC
Research Forum in April 2023, as a membership-based program aimed at enhancing
collaboration with private sector partners.

Through this forum, we conduct information gathering and dissemination on key food safety
issues, promote industry—academia collaborative research, and provide consulting services
related to food safety.

In terms of information dissemination, we provide resources such as a glossary and video
content via our website, as well as updates through a mailing list. In addition, we organize
approximately ten lectures, seminars, and symposia annually, either independently or in
collaboration with partner organizations.

Furthermore, in cooperation with our partner organization, the NPO Food Safety and
Microbiological Testing, we conduct hands-on technical training programs.

safety and consumer confidence together.
