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Answers to a
challenging future

Whether visible or invisible, water plays an
essential role in the vitality of urban life.

In light of the global climate change, population growth,
and increasing demand for natural resources, water is of
critical importance. Tried and trusted infrastructure sys-
tems which once served as suitable solutions are no long-
er effective tools to worldwide demands. An integrated
approach to the water cycle has increasingly entered the
realms of global interest and environmental protection.

The networking of a city’s foundation as interactive infra-
structure, publicly visible, deliberately obvious, and es-
pecially beautiful, is the basis to our approach to urban
waters. This next generation of urban infrastructure is
habitat, urban, and recreational space, in one, and while
at the same time fulfilling its functional role of water
management. This cultural approach is a strong new di-
rection for an uncertain future. Infrastructure that can be
appreciated and accessed by citizens, that respects the
environment, and carefully manages our limited natural
resources, brings subtle change in behavior, and think-
ing. Our design process focuses on the functional role of
stormwater management at the local level through the
use of natural systems or engineered systems that mimic
nature. The result, transfers responsibility and ownership
of our precious resources beyond government, designers,
and engineers to reach every man, woman and child.
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
